The Gingerbread town Pulsnitz lies in an idyllic valley of the „Westlausitzer Berg- und Hügellandes“ 25 km nordeast of the saxonian capital Dresden right next to the  Autobahn A4. Here gentle hills and mountains unfold with heights in the range of 250m to 450m their lovelynis and are therefore called in a loving way the „ Pulsnitzer Alpen“ by the Dresden people. Up to today the origin and country lifestyle have stayed here. Architecture and traditionell craft invite to stay. Next to the Pulsnitzer Gingerbread cookers (since 1558) and the  Pulsnitzer Blueprintworkshop (since 1633) also the countless Brown - and colorfulpottery in Pulsnitz, Königsbrück and Elstra shape the character of this cultural landscape. They are old-established family companies and are treated cautious. That is why they call this region also „Pulsnitztal-Westlausitz, the  land of Gingerbread coockers, blueprinters and pottery“.
